   Studies from the Harvard School of Public Health found Greeks and 
   Italians have the lowest death rate from heart disease than compared 
   to other countries studied.   Whereas, the US had the highest., 
   Findings also concluded that women who ingested olive oil 
   ( 65% oleic acid) had a 25% less chance of developing breast cancer.  
   Pure Camellia seed oil has 82.3% of Oleic acid!

   It is a member of the omega-9 family. It is a nonessential 
   monounsaturated fatty acid. Oleic acid helps to keep the membrane 
   fluid soft and stable.

   Dowager CIXI of the Qing dynasty, who was known for her smooth and bright skin, used Camellia oil to keep her skin so beautiful.
   If you travel around regions of Northern China that produce Camellia seed oil, you will notice the people look young and healthy. It is very 
   common in that region to use Camellia oil both as a moisturizing oil and as a cooking oil.
